   LENTEN MISSION PROJECT     
   Holy Joe’s Café  

 
 
Coffee may seem to be an unlikely ally of the Gospel, yet in the hands of a 
chaplain it can enable meaningful ministry that helps address an individual’s normal reactions to 
the often extreme situations they’re facing and the stress factors encountered in a war zone.  
 
OK, so what is Holy Joe’s Café?  
 
On Pentecost Sunday in 2006 in a Connecticut United Church of Christ Church a man heard an 
announcement made by the boyfriend of an Air Force reservist stationed in Baghdad.  He re-
ported that the base chaplain there needed coffee.  This sparked a mission idea which has grown 
to assist over 120 chaplains in Kuwait and Afghanistan as well as Iraq.  What began as a coffee 
drive with a single church family gained momentum through the Holy Spirit to grow into 112 
tons of coffee being shipped!  And the need for more continues. 
 
Holy Joe’s Café provides a “coffee house” experience where soldiers can come to a quiet, re-
laxed atmosphere that gives them a chance to be physically, emotionally and spiritually re-
newed.  It provides them an opportunity to speak with their chaplains in an informal setting, a 
setting where they can receive spiritual care and a safe place to talk along with a good cup of 
coffee. 
 
So where do the Methodists come in?  The United Methodist Committee on Relief (UMCOR) 
partners with Holy Joe’s Café to support the chaplains and troops by providing “fair trade” cof-
fee for this mission.  “Fair Trade” means that all coffee provided is from small scale farmers in 
developing countries who are able to access a fairer share of the coffee market doing business 
with those they can trust, and earn a living that encourages them to be economically independ-
ent.  
 
So our Lenten project is a two for one project.  Help the soldier & help the farmer.  And the 
third thing?  Spread the love of Christ. 
 
Your part?  Stop by the Serenity Circle’s table in the foyer any Sunday in Lent, make a dona-
tion; hang a “cup” on the wall.   In doing so you will be buying a soldier a “cuppa joe” and giv-
ing a farmer a hand up.   Simple action & a doubly large impact.

The United Methodist Scholarship and Loan Programs are a churchwide educational service providing scholarships and loans to help 
supplement the financial needs of today's students. Funding for these scholarships and loans are provided through offerings, wills, an-
nuities, and other designated gifts. Through the Loan Program, students may borrow up to $5,000 per year at 5 percent interest (Five 
for Five program). The 135-year-old United Methodist Student Loan Fund is the oldest student loan fund in the United States.   

THE UNITED METHODIST STUDENT LOAN PROGRAM 

“SUPPORTING GENERATIONS OF METHODIST STUDENTS FOR MORE THAN 135 YEARS” 

Who may borrow? 

• An applicant must be: 
an active, full member of a United Methodist Church for at least one year prior to application 

• admitted to a degree program in an accredited college/university OR a degree candidate attending a professional or graduate 
school accredited by its respective professional accrediting agency 

• maintaining at least a C average (or equivalent) 
• high school students may apply if they will be college students in the fall term.

THE UNITED METHODIST SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAMS 

Scholarships are awarded on an academic year basis. A student is eligible to receive only one United Methodist scholarship during any 
one academic year from the General Board of Higher Education and Ministry (GBHEM) funds. 

GBHEM scholarships assist students from various backgrounds working toward various higher education degrees. Applicants may be 
enrolled at any accredited institution within the United States to be eligible. 

GBHEM Administers over 50 scholarship programs with varied criteria and deadlines. The Scholarship Office reviews each applica-
tion to determine the best program for the student. 

Who may apply? 

An applicant must be:  

• an active, full member of a United Methodist Church for at least one year prior to applying 
• admitted to a degree program in an accredited college or university WITHIN the United States  
• maintaining a grade point average of 2.5 or above 
• high school students may apply if they will be college students in the fall term.

The United Methodist Scholarship Program is a church wide educational service providing scholarships to help 
supplement the financial needs of today’s students. Funding for these scholarships is provided through Special 
Sundays Offerings, wills, annuities and other designated gifts. Students need to complete only one application 
each year. Applications are reviewed by members of the General Board of Higher Education and Ministry 
(GBHEM) and other affiliated representatives. 

Scholarship applications are accepted January 1 - May 15 each year. Awards are determined by July. Payment 
of scholarship awards are made after the Scholarship Office has received a verification of enrollment at a col-
lege or university for the Fall term. 

The following are standard criteria for EVERY program offered through GBHEM: 

• Applicants must be an ACTIVE, full member of The United Methodist Church for at least ONE year. Mem-
bership is determined by the date the applicant was confirmed and took membership vows with a United 
Methodist church. (Members of other Methodist denominations are not eligible.) 

• Applicants must be pursuing a degree program at ANY accredited institution. 
• High school students may apply IF they will be college students in the fall term. 
• Applicants must have a minimum GPA of 2.5 or higher on a 4.0 scale. 
• Applicants are required to be full-time students according to their school’s standards for the program for 

which they are enrolled. 
•  
 
The Scholarships Department also administers a number of smaller scholarship programs in addition to those 
listed.
